	I was hoping that the CEF would be able to look into the removal of the village central bus stop in Escrick. This is a massive issue within the village and it seems every avenue has been explored. Having been to the Tadcaster CEF, I do know they had some success in at least getting the bus company to explain publicly their reason for removing the bus stop.

A brief outline:-

1. NYCC cut £600,000 from subsidy of buses. The A19 bus service was not directly affected but was streamlined in order to save money elsewhere. Now the bus stop sat the church bus stop on A19 only. 

2. Over 200 people signed local petition 

3. Arriva in response to concerns raised about safety said that it was NYCCs responsibility to provide a pedestrian crossing. 

4. NYCC have responded by saying that  pedestrian crossing is not possible, mainly due to safety reasons. ( which I can understand to be honest)

5. NYCC Police raise concerns over safety of bus stop to NYCC Highways.

6. NYCC try to arrange meeting with Arriva to pass on these concerns but Arriva refused to meet. 

7. I hit a brick wall so am asking for the CEF Chair to write asking them to attend a meeting
